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Garage Runs/Shed Raids
We try and run these twice a year – usually in May and October. The idea is to encourage members who are building vehicles. It is a fun time for those on the run, and usually ends with a BBQ. It sometimes assists members to also tidy up their garage.  Visiting members’ projects assists with voting for the most improved club vehicle.

Clubrooms

The clubrooms are jointly owned with the Wellington Power Boat Club.  Members may hire the rooms for family functions such as birthdays and anniversaries. There will be a nominal charge – perhaps as small as $50; but there are conditions.  A request needs to be made to one of the Building Committee (Alan Eagar preferably) who will consider the request having regard to the policy developed with the WPBC.  Members must take full responsibility and be present at all times. The rooms must be left spotless. Bar

Guide Dogs

Our club has chosen to support the Blind Foundation. We have now run the event for 12 years and raised around $21,100. Swapmeet
We run the swapmeet at Trentham Race Course in May – seven to date.  This is our major fundraiser and helps keep our subs down and subsidises lots of things/events.  Lots of help is needed before the event, on the day and after.  Put the date in your Diary.

Some years we run an auction nite (usually in July) to raise funds for building insurance and overheads.  This is done in conjunction with the co-owner Wgtn Power Boat Club.  
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Fenderless Vehicles

Our club is keen to ensure members get their NZHRA Log Book signed for attending sanctioned events.  Our event organisers will sign Log Books for events run by our club.

Prize Giving

Prize giving is held in November at the Prize Giving/End of Year Function.  The event is usually subsidised by the club.
